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Mounting Frame should be mounted 
parallel/level to the ground

Joist• Housing can NOT be installed in direct contact with insulation
• Do not install insulation within 3-inches of luminaire sides, module or 

wiring compartment, nor above complete housing in such a manner to

• The bottom face of the mounting frame should be mounted parallel/

CEILING MATERIAL INSTALLATION AND CUT-OUT

• Before ceiling material is installed, note the center of the luminaire 
aperture; this position will be used to locate the hole for the large 
ceiling cut-out

• After ceiling material is installed, locate the luminaire aperture center 
from previous step

• Use this as the center location for ceiling cut-out: 
– For RSA4L cut a round hole with a diameter of 10-1/4 – inches, 

centered on luminaire aperture center
– For RSA6L cut a round hole of diameter 15-1/4 – inches, centered on 

luminaire aperture center

MOUNTING HEIGHT

• The mounting height of the mounting frame is crucial for proper 
installation of the Slope Ceiling Adapter

• Mount bottom face of mounting frame at “X” dimension from the room 
side of the ceiling surface
– RSA4L Series: X=5 – Inches
– RSA6L Series: X=7-1/2– Inches

• Make all necessary electrical connections 
(See “Electrical Connection” section, Page 3)

ADAPTER INSTALLATION

• Attach spring clips included with Slope Ceiling Adapter to the top of 
the dome at the upper round cutout

• The small tab on the spring clip should locate into the small holes at 
the top of the Slope Ceiling Adapter, locking into place
– RSA4L Series: Place three (3) spring clips in three (3) of the six (6) 

mounting points. Choose (3) mounting points to 
prevent interference with light engine retention 
springs on mounting frame.

– RSA6L Series: Place four (4) spring clips at each mounting point on 
the large adapter dome

• Once Spring Clips are in place, attach Slope Ceiling Adapter to the 
Mounting Frame

• Install the LED Module and Trim through the aperture of the Slope 
Ceiling Adapter
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Local electrical codes should be consulted to determine acceptable installation: Conduit, Romex or Flexible Metal Cable
• Remove the Junction Box cover
• Follow the proper wiring diagram for the selected electrical/dimming option
• Ensure wiring is the correct voltage for the fixture – either 120V, 277V or 347V
• Close Junction Box cover after wiring; ensure all wires are safely within Junction Box before closing

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TRIM AND LED MODULE INSTALLATION

• Remove protective cover from LED Module
• If using a Decorative Trim Assembly with separate Trim Ring, place 

Ring on Reflector prior to assembly.
• Attach Reflector to Module by aligning Tabs, then twist and lock into 

place 
• For two-piece Trim Assemblies with Lenses, install upper Reflector with 

a twist and lock, then complete the Trim Assembly by simply pushing 
the lower Assembly into the LED Module

• Friction Clips secure Lower Assembly in LED Module

REPLACEMENT OF LED DRIVER

• Pull and drop the Trim and LED Module from the Frame
• Disconnect the electrical connection (FIGURE 6)
• Remove the Junction Box Cover with LED Driver attached to it by 

releasing Retention Spring on top of Junction Box
• Disconnect Driver from line voltage input wiring in Junction Box
• Disconnect the Driver from the LED leads; leads are terminated by 

crimp connectors
• Reinstall Factory Approved LED Driver by reversing this procedure

• Make the LED Module electrical connection
• Carefully route excess wire out of the way; align metallic Connector to 

Heat Sink (A)
• Secure by snapping in place (B)
• Push Module with assembled Reflector through the hole in plaster 

frame until flush with ceiling
