INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

• Use the template (included) to mark and cut the opening in the ceiling

• Remove the Junction Box knock-outs for wiring and open the Junction Box
• The Junction Box contains three (3) Wires: Hot (black), Neutral (white) and 

Ground (green)
• Connect Supply Wires to Junction Box Wires; ALWAYS SPLICE BLACK TO 

BLACK (hot to hot) and WHITE TO WHITE (neutral)
• Connect the Ground (green) Wire to Ground (bare copper) Wire in the Junction 

Box; replace Cover

• Connect downlight to junction box with the quick-connect cable
• Select the Color Temperature (CCT) using the 5CCT Switch on the 

Junction Box
• Place Junction Box into ceiling

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• Push the “Easy Mount” clips up on the luminaire
• Insert downlight into ceiling and release clips to secure downlight in ceiling
• Once installed, the downlight may be aimed by pressing up on the inner bezel 

then tilting and rotating the light engine

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE FOR OPTIONAL MOUNTING PLATE ACCESSORY

• The New Construction Plate can be used to provide extra support for a variety 
of sizes (4- and 6- inch)

• Select the luminaire hole size by matching the luminaire to the rings on the 
frame kit

• Select the ring that is slightly smaller than the outer diameter of the fixture
• Using a pair of cutters, cut the ring out that corresponds to the luminaire 

being installed
